It might seem like a no-brainer for fantasy baseball owners to give up
on struggling players almost two months into the season. Yet while some

players will remain cold, others can experience a bounceback. These play-
ers — at three different positions — are going in opposite directions:

STARTING PITCHERS

Bouncing back
Wandy Rodriguez, Houston
2-5, 4.30 ERA, 1.52 WHIP

Two key areas are in good shape. W-Rod's 2.7 BB/9
rate is actually a career-low, and he permitted only three
homers through his first 46 innings. One glaring detri-
ment is a 5.3 K/9 rate after consecutive seasons with an
8.5 mark. Rodriguez has a 79 K/9 rate at home and just
a 44 rate on the road, the latter of which might be fluky
given that he holds a career 74 K/3 away from Houston.

Bouncing back
Chone Figgins, Seattle
.185 AVG, O HR, 9 RBIs
Figgins is on the right track. He can hang his
hat on the .300 batting average he’s sporting
against left-handers, as well as his improved plate
patience. The switch hitter has drawn a walk in
nearly 16 percent of his plate appearances, a career-
high mark that explains why he’s swung at a career-
low 33 percent of pitches seen. Take comfort -
in knowing Figgins is still running (eight

steals) and that he traditionally »

hits well in June and July.
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Getting colder

Josh Beckett, Boston
11, 7.46 ERA, 1.66 WHIP

Where to begin with Beckett? He has a 7.5 K/9 rate,
his lowest since 2006, which stems from a fastball that
is averaging less than 94 mph for the first time since

2005. As a result, he's throwing his heater less than

60 percent of the time — seven-year low. Hitters have
taken advantage by batting .311 off Beckett, their high-
est average against him during his career by 50 points.

SECOND BASEMEN

Getting colder
Gordon Beckham, ChiSox
188 AVG, 1HR, 6 RBIs
Beckham has been bitten by the
| dreaded Sophomore Curse after a solid
~-‘ rookie year. He's hit second in all but

three games, but a six-point spike in
his strikeout percentage (234 percent)
means he might not be ready for the No.
2 hitter’s job. He also might be putting more

After returning from left elbow and
lower abdominal surgeries, Sizemore
lost his plate discipline. The 27-year-old
has taken a walk in a career-low 6
percent of his plate appearances
while striking out in 27 percent
of his at-bats, a career-high. He's -
also swinging at an astonishing =
33 percent of pitches outside the
strike zone.
